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Abstract

In this work there are considered possibilities of personality
authentication in the judicial medical practice.

Currently, when there are more and more different kinds of disasters,
the forensic identification of unidentified remains is becoming increasingly
necessary.

Identification of the human remains using traditional methods used in
forensic identification, often face a number of difficulties, as the body often
have a lot of injuries, strains, are subjected to burnout, and sometimes has
complete or partial destruction. Due to damage of tissues or organs of the
corpses and after the recent cadaver changes, noticeable symptoms of the
identification for a visual identification of the body, as well as traditional
methods of human identification, sometimes are lost.

This way, now to the identification process are involved not only the
forensic medicine specialists, but also various others — radiologists, dentists,
anthropologists, and specialists of the molecular biology (genetics) as well
and they are working together identifying the remains of survivors, as well
as and dead bodies and their parts.
